TX   147.970 MHz   162.2 pl tone (required to use 
repeater.) 
 
You may need to set your radio to plus 2.5 MHz 
offset. 
 
The repeater is on the air from my QTH and will 
be operational for testing until the Elkhorn. 
 
Note the squelch tail is very short and has no ID 
so please ID and key up.
